Creating and Modifying your Home Page

This tutorial assumes that you have a u.arizona.edu email account. If you do not have a u.arizona.edu email account you can go to http://account.arizona.edu and sign up for one.  In order to follow these instructions, you must log on to your u.arizona.edu account using SSH.

SSH Instructions  (More info at: http://w3.arizona.edu/~consult/win-ssh.html)
If you are going to use a computer in one of the computer labs on campus, you can skip to “Accessing your Home Page for the first time” because all lab computers should already have SSH installed.  If you will be working from home, the steps below will show you how to download and install SSH on your home computer.
1. Download and install SSH 3.0 (6.37 MB file size), available from ftp://ftp.cis.fed.gov/pub/ssh/SSHWinClient-3.0.0-build203.exe. You will see the download box appear. Take note of where the file is being saved on your hard drive and click the OK button.

2. When the download is complete, double click the ‘SSHWinClient-3.0.0-build203.exe’ icon to begin the install procedure. 
3. When the install is complete, launch the program. The connection window should appear.
4. Click on the ‘Profiles’ button and then click ‘Add Profile’. 

5. Type in ‘Arizona’ for the New Profile name and then click ‘Add Current Connection to Profiles’.

6. Click on the ‘Profiles’ button again and then click ‘Edit Profile’. 

7. Under the Profiles Folder click once on the ‘Arizona’ profile.

8. On the right side of the window in the Host Name box type in ‘u.arizona.edu’.

9. In the User Name box type your User ID (Your User ID is your email account name; i.e. wilburwildcat).

10. Click on the ‘OK’ button at the bottom of the window. 
11. Click on the ‘Profiles’ button again and then click the ‘Arizona’ profile you just created to log on to your u.arizona.edu account.

Accessing your Home Page for the First Time (More info at: http://w3.arizona.edu/~consult/win-ssh.html) 
1. Log on to your u.arizona.edu account via the SSH Terminal Window [image: image1.jpg]

2. When you have logged in, type "M" and then press Enter to go the menu (if ‘M’ doesn’t work try ‘menu’). 

3. Using the arrow keys on the keyboard, highlight the ‘Misc’ option. Press Enter to select it. 

4. On the following screen, the ‘Home Page’ selection should be highlighted. Press Enter to select it. 

5. On the following screen, use the arrow keys to highlight the ‘Home Page’ option. Press Enter to select it. 

6. On the following screen, the link to your home page (http://www.u.arizona.edu/~username) should be highlighted. Press the Enter key to display your page (This will be text only…no graphics will display).

7. Press the left arrow on your keyboard to return to the previous menu screen.

8. Now your account is set up and ready for you to upload your HTML files and your Graphics.
Uploading Files/Graphics to Your Web Site

You will need an FTP client that supports Secure Shell like SSH. If you already have one that uses Secure Shell and you are comfortable using it, disregard the following steps, and use your client to connect to u.arizona.edu
1. Log on to your u.arizona.edu account using SSH and then click on the [image: image2.jpg]


 button (New File Transfer Window) to upload files to your account.
2. When your folders appear in the left hand file transfer window, click the ‘public_html’ folder. 

3. The right hand window now displays the files you have in your public_html folder.  All of your HTML files and images must be copied to your public_html folder to be visible on the web.  To copy files to your u.arizona.edu account, click the ↑ (UP) Arrow, find the files you wish to upload, and click OK. You may have to navigate through your disks or directories to locate the files you need to upload onto your account. 
4. Now your file(s) are on your u.arizona.edu account and they should be visible on your web site.
